Student Responsibilities

1.  Respect yourself, others, property, and Mathematics.

7.  Cell phones are NOT allowed to be seen or heard in my classroom unless otherwise directed by me.  If I see your cell phone out during class, I will confiscate it for the remainder of the period.

8.  Food/drink:  You may have a beverage in class as long as it has a lid.  You may NOT have food unless necessary and it cannot be disruptive or messy.  Please see me if this affects you.

9.  MP3 Players:  You may listen to your MP3 player during work time as long as your work on your assignment and those around you cannot hear your music.  Players used during notes will be confiscated.
10.  Electronics/Wireless Devices: Any form of electronic devices, including cell phones, that have access to the World Wide Web are ONLY allowed during times when instructed.  During all other times, they are to be off and stored.  If I see these items out during class, I will confiscate it/them for the remainder of the period.

11.  Chromebooks:  Chromebooks are expected to be carried with you daily and charged as we will use them in class periodically.  However, they are to remain shut and logged out during class time unless I specifically instruct you to use them or you have asked permission to use.  If they are being used at all during notes/quizzes/tests, you will immediately receive a zero on that assignment and the chromebook will be confiscated for the remainder of the period (unless I have told you to use your chromebook for the notes/quiz/test).

Assignment Policies

· Assignments will be given almost every day so that you can practice and develop the skills, as well as gain accuracy and speed.

· Assignments should be done and kept in your math binder.  Please label each assignment with the problems assigned, date, and page number(s) at the top of the page.

· Assignments are due the next day.  Answers will be discussed and you are expected to make corrections and ask for help when necessary.  Homework will be checked daily to make sure assignments are completed.  Incomplete assignments will not be made up.

· Journals will be graded periodically and will be counted as part of your class participation grade.

Cheating

Cheating is incredibly serious.  At many universities, if you are caught cheating, you can be expelled.  Therefore, please be responsible and do you own work.  Working together on an assignment is always acceptable.  However, copying someone’s work is not acceptable.  If you are caught cheating on an assignment, quiz, or test, you will receive a zero on the assignment and a detention.
